Graduation Credits Checklist

Let’s review again the IMPIS regulation about the graduation credits!

You have to get 30 credits to graduate, and the credits have to be…
1. 9 credits: Required credits (compulsory)
 International Relations Theory
 Research Methods
 International Political Economy

2. 21 credits: Elective credits
You could take the master-level courses in any department at NCCU. However, only 9 out of 21 credits from NON-IMPIS courses could be counted as IMPIS graduation credits.

There are 3 categories below: Required Courses, [Elective] IMPIS Courses, [Elective] Non-IMPIS Courses.
