1. Books: Author/Editor(s)' full name, Complete Title of the Book, Edition (if not the original), Number of volumes (Facts of publication— City: Publisher, Year of publication), Volume number (if any), Page number/numbers of the particular citation.
Examples:

1. Article in a periodical: Author's full name, "Title of the Article," Name of the Periodical, Volume & issue number (Date/Month/Quarter/Year of publication), Page number/numbers of the particular citation.

1. Newspaper report: Author's full name, "Title of the Report," Title of the Newspaper, Date, Page number/numbers.
Examples:

1. Chinese-language sources: Authors should supply transliteration of all sources that are originally published in the Chinese language, including books, journals, and newspapers.
Examples:
1. N: Yongnian Zheng, Hu-Wen xinzheng: Zhongguobiange de xindongli (Hu-Wen new government: the new force behind China's transformation) (Singapore: World Scientific Press, 2004), 32.
1. B: Zheng, Yongnian (鄭永年). 2004. Hu-Wen xinzheng: Zhongguobiange de xindongli(胡溫新政：中國變革的新動力, Hu-Wen new government: the new force behind China's transformation). Singapore: World Scientific Press.

1. Popular magazines: For popular magazines, there is no need to write down volume or issue numbers.
Examples:

1. "Inflation in China: AnOld Worry NagsAgain," The Economist, September 15, 2007, 42.



1. Subsequent citations:
1. Use "ibid." to refer to a single work cited in the immediately preceding note.
1. "Op. cit." (opere citato, "in the work cited") and "loc. cit." (loco citato, "in the place cited") should not be used.
1. Use shortened title for previously cited sources: [English] Author's last name, Shortened Title of the Book/Article, page(s); [Chinese] Author's last name, Shortened Title of the Book/Article," page(s).
